4.   When loading /unloading or positioning equipment, safe, correct manual handling techniques must be used, self assessments of loads must be carried out, especially in inclement weather (at no time will equipment be thrown out of or into the van).

On completion, ensure all designated walkways are left free from obstruction –i.e. no trip hazards.

All operatives to read and understand the Risk Assessment and control measures.
