	CONTROL MEASURES 
Steps to be taken to avoid an accident or incident leading to an injury:










	Due to the nature of the equipment being used and its purpose, with numerous children of various sizes and ages Funday have allowed for the following control measures to assist in the prevention of an accident or injury.

1. All electrical equipment will be PAT tested. 
1. All cables will be tapped down, covered or routed outside of walkways/ pedestrian routes and checked regularly.
1. All equipment is to be checked before being taken to an event.
1. No person will be allowed to lean or sit of any walls of the inflatables to reduce risk of falling to the ground on the outside of the inflatable.
1. During bad weather equipment will be switched off and isolated to prevent slips and falls on the equipment and risk of electrocution.
1. No somersaults will be allowed on any equipment.
1. Children are not allowed to congregate in any areas of the inflatables and will be encouraged to move around the inflatables. 
1. At no time will children be allowed at the back of the inflatables.
1. No alcohol or drugs to be consumed
1. Long hair to be tied back
1. No jewellery to be worn
1. Pockets to be emptied
1. No loose hanging clothes, i.e scarves, dresses or skirts
1. Always follow the guides directions and instructions
1. If you suffer from any on-going injuries, high blood pressure, heart attacks, pregnancy or any illness’s that you feel may be inappropriate, than consider not going on this activity
1. Please be aware that on this Zip Wire, when reaching the end, you will fall off onto the inflatable. Please be aware that we can not be held responsible if any injury does occur
1. No shoes to be worn
1. Due to this being a fast adrenaline through put activity, once you have been greeted by our guide at the top, we take it for granted that you have read our safety instructions and are ready to have fun!!
1.  If powered by a generator a fire extinguisher will be kept available at all times in case of emergencies and all staff will be trained on the correct use of them.
1. Following an incident/ accident Funday staff are to inform the Funday Manager immediately who will then inform the client and administer first aid if required.
1. All Funday staff are to be briefed on the risk assessments for the event procedures.
1. Bad weather is excessive rain. Astro turf floor will make playing in wet weather possible as the risk of slip and falls will be minimised.
